“There’s no food here,” said Naomi. “We have to find somewhere else to live.”
It was a hard time to live in Bethlehem, so Naomi, 

her husband and their two sons went to live in Moab.
In Moab things did not go well either. 

Naomi’s husband died. Her two sons married, 
but they died too. Then it was just Naomi and 
her two daughters-in-law. When Naomi got 
news that there was food in Bethlehem again, 
she decided to go home.
